The chapter board originally budgeted a $50 “scholarship” for each member who attended to help offset their costs. Projected chapter members attending was 15; so, $750 was budgeted. Subsequently, the board voted to increase the scholarship to $100 per member who attended. With only 7 attending, the total is now projected to be $700; therefore, still within the approved budget.
